Class Enrollment Notes & Policy 
Class size: We require a minimum of three students to hold a class. Most classes will be limited to no more than six students to 
allow you sufficient time with the instructor. 
 
Class enrollment:  
- We ask that you pre-pay your class enrollment as a courtesy to the instructor.  
- No refunds will be made if you cancel your enrollment. Please check your schedules carefully before enrolling in classes. We 

will refund your enrollment fee if a class is cancelled due to low enrollment. 
- You may call in with a credit card, send in a check, or stop by the store. You will NOT be considered enrolled until you have paid..  
- It is your responsibility to attend all classes in a multi-session program. Unfortunately class makeup sessions are not available. 

(If you need to miss a class you may consider spending some 1-1 time with the instructor at $10/half hour.) 
- If a class is full we would be happy to put you on a waitlist for that particular date. You will ONLY be called if an opening for that 

class date becomes available. 
 
Class materials discount: 
- You will receive a 10% discount on class materials. We do ask that you purchase the materials at Creative Fibers LLC as outlined 

by the instructor for the class. 
- If during the class you find that the needles you purchased for that class don’t provide the correct gauge we will be happy to 

exchange them for another size as long as you have your receipt and the original needle package is intact. 
 
Class cancellations:
