Tip for Knitting with Hand Dyed Yarns

Due to the nature of the hand dyeing process, each hank within
a dye lot is unique. There may be wide variations in tone from
hank to hank.

We recommend that you knit with two hanks at a time in order
to balance the color.

To do this you will knit two rows from one skein and drop the
yarn. Then pick up the yarn from the second skein, leaving a
little slack and knit two rows. By alternating the yarns you will
integrate the colors from both skeins into a more consistent
finished colorway.
